Chemistry Courses

In addition, you are required to take two semesters of the Introductory Research Seminar (CHEM 3910 and 3920).  

For pursuing a B. Sc. with a Specialization in Chemical Physics, additional requirements include CHEM 4320 (Inorganic Chemistry) and CHEM 4410 (Biological Chemistry).  For students pursuing the B. Sc. with Specialization in Environmental Chemistry, you also need CHEM 3811 (Intermediate Techniques in Chemical Experimentation).  For students pursuing the B. Sc. with Specialization in Materials Science, you also need CHEM 4410 (Biological Chemistry).
